Overview of 
AB354  

Kimberly Ralston provided an overview of Assembly Bill 354 that recently became law.   
For the 2011-12 school year only, all students entering 7th through 12th grade will need proof of Tdap booster before starting school.  
This requirement:  

 Begins July 1, 2011 
 Will be met by receiving one dose of Tdap vaccine on or after the 10th birthday, 
 Applies to all public and private schools, 
 Does not affect students enrolled in summer school. 

Beginning July 1, 2012 and beyond, all students entering the 7th grade will need proof of a tTdap booster shot before starting school.

Update 

Heidi Unruh gave an overview of the influenza vaccines that are available this year through the VFC program and the State-
purchased vaccine program.  She also provided a reminder of the recommendations for the 2010-11 season. 

Pertussis 
Updates 

Linda Bethel provided an update on the pertussis epidemic. 
As of 10/5/2010 there were 5272 reported cases in California with 9 infant deaths.  There were 634 cases in San Diego with 1 infant 
death. 
 
CDPH Tdap Recommendations as of July 2010: 

 Immunize pre-teens and adults with Tdap 
-  7-9 years old who are underimmunized 
-  Those > 10 years of age who have not yet received Tdap, especially: 

o Women of childbearing age, preferably before, or else during or immediately after pregnancy 
o Others with close contact with young infants 
o Health Care personnel 
o Includes persons > 64 years of age 

 No minimum interval between Td and Tdap 
 
County of San Diego is participating in two CDC studies.  The Pertussis Vaccine Effectiveness Evaluation will assess records of 
children age 4-10 years of age who have been diagnosed with pertussis.  The Pertussis Lab Validation Study will assess the efficacy 
of using serology testing in pertussis diagnosis.  There are two CDC contract staff who will be collecting nasopharyngeal and blood 
samples on symptomatic contacts to cases and on others who meet certain clinical criteria.
